Loan boxes -KS1 and KS2

Our loans box system offers schools the facility of a
“hands on” aid in the classroom environment. Boxes
available are:

Washday blues - Objects which relate to Victorian
laundry work. Many of the items included in this box
would have been in use in households well into the 20"
Century. (Units 2 and 11)

World War Il - A cross section of objects relating
to 1939 - 1945 World War. (Unit 9)

Victorian Kitchen - A variety of utensils that would
have been found in a Victorian kitchen. (Units 2 and
11)

Childhood through time - A selection of objects,
ranging from school to leisure, that would have been
familiar to a child during the 19" and early 20"
Century. (Units 2 and 11)

Shopping - A range of items that would have been
found in British shops between 1930 and 1950. Also
included are a number of tokens and checks used in
shops. (Units 9 and 13)

Toys - A selection of toys that children would have
played with during the early 20" Century. (Unit 1)

On the move - Selection of objects associated with
public transport throughout the Furness area, prior to
the prevalence of the motor car. (Units 12 and 18)
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
